Installation Requirements
For the PC

1. Windows PC with a minimum processor speed of a Pentium III, 64Mb of memory and 100 MB of free disk space. An additional 2.5Gb of disk space is required to copy the installation CD-ROMs to the hard drive.
2. The PC must be capable of running Java 1.3.  If Java 1.3 is not installed on your PC, Quickload will install it. 

3. The PC’s network connection must be 100 MB or greater and this network must have clear access to the S/390 which will be used as a driving system via TCP/IP.  The PC must be able to freely perform FTPs to the S/390. 

For the S/390

1. The userid selected to install Quickload must have the following capabilities, regardless of the security system you are using (e.g., RACF, Top Secret, ACF2).  These capabilities are critical for a smooth installation.

· The ability to define objects in the master catalog, e.g., the new master catalog name.      In addition, Quickload needs to define an alias, named QLOAD, to the new catalog, and needs to restore datasets with high level qualifiers of IBMUSER, SMP0, SYS0, SYS1 and TSOPRIV. These datasets are defined on the new packs upon which you will be installing OS/390. Any exits, routines or IBM/3rd party products that prevent the creation of these datasets on these volumes will disrupt the installation process. 

· RACF Special and Operations (or the equivalent with other security packages).

· Ability to initialize DASD using ICKDSF.

· READ access to the following RACF or equivalent facilities:

STGADMIN.ADR.RESTORE.TOLERATE.ENQF

STGADMIN.ADR.RESTORE.IMPORT

STGADMIN.ADR.RESTORE.BYPASSACS

· Ability to create the master catalog you specified on the Quickload installation screen. 

· The TSO userid must be a UNIX superuser (UID 0).

2. DASD space for 3 datasets of 29000, 23500 and 12000 tracks. The Quickload installation process will allocate these 3 datasets under the userid selected to install Quickload. The space is released upon a completed successful installation.

3. DF/DSS must be ENABLED via the IFAPRDxx member in SYS1.PARMLIB.

4. The jobcard you supply must be able to run with TIME=1440 and REGION=0M.  The MSGCLASS you select must be a HELD JES2 class.

5. Access to DF/DSS to use IMPORT, TOLERATENQUEFAILURE, and BYPASSACS.

6. Uninhibited access for Quickload to update SYS1.LINKLIB.

7. Quickload will perform an LLA REFRESH.  It is required that the freeze option is not on.

8. UCB’s must be online.

9. IODF must be cataloged.

10. The volumes upon which Quickload is installed must be initialized and empty.
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
